y Dickens, it’s back.
Port Jefferson’s annual literary fete
“is going on as usual,” says Allan Vare-
la, chairman of the Greater Port Jeffer-
son-Northern Brookhaven Arts Coun-
cil, with storm damage mostly confined to
some storefronts near the harbor.
